The variety has very good adaptability in hot 
and humid locations around the USA. In 
recent NTEP studies conducted, DAYTONA is 
among the leading tall fescues in quality 
judged by its dark green color and warm 
weather brown patch disease resistance. 
DAYTONA performs best in management 
when mowed at recommended heights of one 
and one half to three inches.
